S t a t e m e n t  o f  N e e d

In a culture where evidence-based medicine, 
treatment protocols, and cost-effective care are 
vogue terminology, early diagnosis and treatment of 
mineral and bone metabolism disorders (MBD), along 
with other conditions associated with chronic kidney 
disease (CKD), have been surprisingly overlooked by 
the medical majority.
